Here are
some events that | am reporting on in this newsletter. Firstly, Mr Steele and | recently attended a
Rotary dinner at Sapphires Restaurant as guest speakers to approach them for money to buy
dataloggers. Secondly, Mr Steele has been accepted as a successful applicant for the Teacher
Research Scheme. In the same vein, we have also received confirmation that four Year 9 students
will be going to the Siemens Science Experience in January 2007. Finally, our winning Year 10 team
who represented us in the Science and Engineering Challenge back in July received their certificates
from Mr Pat Halloran from Griffith University on parade last week.

Rotary Dinner

It was with much pleasure that | accepted the
invitation to be guest speaker for the Rotary
meeting back in late August. This was not just
because of the dinner provided at Sapphires
Restaurant, which was magnificent by the way,
but also because it gave Mr Steele and me the
opportunity to demonstrate some practical uses
of dataloggers. These are devices that capture
information, store it and then allow that data to
be loaded into a computer for graphing and
analysis.

Currently, science has one datalogger and some
probes which have really helped students to
investigate and maintain “Bruce” as part of our
shark project. Ideally, the Science Department
would appreciate another four such dataloggers
which would widen their usage to several
hundred students while learning and performing
their science projects. After Mr Steele
demonstrated some exciting uses of these
wondrous machines, | challenged Rotary to form
a 50:50 partnership by which we could bring this
dream into reality by 2007.

Teacher Research Scheme

It is really great to announce that Mr. Steele
applied for and has been accepted as a
successful applicant for the Teacher Research
Scheme. This means that CSIRO has provided
funds for him to be attached to a scientist for 5
days. This will give Mr. Steele the opportunity to
enhance his science skills, to assist a real-
working scientist and ultimately, to return to the
classroom to enthuse students about the
important work that scientists are contributing to
our society. At this stage, it looks like he will be
working with a marine scientist at Underwater
World in the last week of the school year.

Health matters with Julie Cantrill Change to detention policy

Empty Stomachs, Starving Brains

Amongst the adolescent population it is astounding
the number of young people who do not eat before
they come to school. There are many different
reasons why young people may not eat at this time
of the day. Some of this is due to poor time
management because they will not get out of bed
early enough to make time for breakfast. Sadly
some do not have access to breakfast foods
because of poverty. Sometimes it is a low priority
in families where spending money on other things
is more important. Many young people who come
to sickbay early in the day are there because they
have not eaten or had anything to drink.

All that aside, the important message is that young
people need food before they come to school to
ensure it kick-starts their metabolism and makes
fuel available to their brain so they function in
class. Young people get stressed when hungry,
they are lethargic and sometimes unable to focus
on their schoolwork and can become aggressive
towards their classmates and teachers simply
because they need food.

Breakfast should be a big part of the nutritional
intake for everyone, especially children and
adolescents as they are still growing rapidly. The
message is eat more early in the day. Breakfast
will kick-start your metabolism so your body will
start to burn up the energy you eat. Breakfast
cereals are not always liked by young people so try
something on the list attached. Something is
better than nothing. Two lessons are completed
before they have the opportunity to eat at morning
break so breakfast is essential if they are going to
perform well in the first part of the day.

Ideas for Breakfast
Wholegrain cereal with low fat milk
Chopped fruit with yogurt
e Raisin toast with jam or cream cheese
spread
e Muffins with tomato, cheese and bits of
bacon/ham under the grill
Banana smoothie
Banana on toast with a glass of milo
Baked beans with toast or as a jaffle
Tinned fruit with yogurt
Egg on toast
Left over vegetables in an omelette
